•	 Performing imaging and 
diagnostic exams

•	 Educating patients

Program Requirements
All applicants are required to have:

•	 U.S. citizenship, permanent resident  
status, or eligible to study in the U.S.

•	 Passing score on the Test of  
Essential Academic Skills (TEAS)  
allied health test

AND one of the following: 

•	 Associate’s degree or higher

•	 Graduate of an allied health program and  
a high school diploma or equivalent  
(i.e. medical assistant, patient care technician, 
nursing assistant, etc.)

•	 Two years of work experience in a medical 
setting and a high school diploma or equivalent

•	 Two years as a member of HOSA–Future 
Health Professionals, a high school diploma or 
equivalent, and one of the following:

◦◦ Clinical internship in a health science field

◦◦ Industry certification in a health science 
field (i.e. medical assistant, patient care 
technician, nursing assistant, etc.)
