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pPREBOA Algorithm
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mmHg for REBOA

Insert 4F arterial line in
Common Femoral Artery

Measure arterial blood pressure

If appropriate
response,
proceed as usual

Assess adequacy of response to
blood product resuscitation

Perform cavitary triage for
thoracic and abdominopelvic
sources of hemorrhage (CXR,

PxR, FAST

If remains hypotensive, upsize
arterial line to 7Fr introducer
sheath from REBOA access kit

Insert pREBOA catheter to
appropriate depth (Zone 1 or
Zone 3 location)

Proceed to
hemorrhage
control procedure

Titrate to SBP of 90 (target SBP
100 if TBI suspected) if possible
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
